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Part 3: “Believing is Seeing!”
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We've all heard the saying, “Seeing is believing.” It's usually said by
someone who has serious doubts about something they've heard
or been told. In fact, most of us have been burned sufficiently in the
past to make us question the validity of an unverified or
unsustained promise. When someone tells us that they are going
to do such and such a thing, we might say to ourselves, “Yeq, seeing
is believing!”

But, is that the case in the spiritual realm?! Certainly, God gave us
brains and He expects us to use them! Gullible faith is really not
faith at all. What we often call blind faith has a way of leading into
the ditch! Yes, it is true that the Bible defines faith as, “the assurance
of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen;” but, does “hot
seen” mean “no tangible evidence?”

The Bible is replete with accounts of physical and personal
evidence. The prophet Isaiah quoted God as saying, “Come now, let
us reason together.” (lsa |:18) That word, reason, means to prove, to
show to be right; to convince! And, when John wrote about the fact
of the Gospel, he said, “That which was from the beginning which we
have heard which we have seen with our eyes, which we looked upon
and have touched with our hands, concerning the word of life...” (| |n
|:1) God does not demand guiiible faith!

So, where is the proof that a God we cannot see sent His Son to die
for our sins! The answer is twofold. We have the written
accounts of the witnesses, and we have the promise that when we
believe we become withesses! |esus said it then and He confirms it
now; “You shall know the truth...!” (Jn 8:32)

The night Jesus stopped to pray the Prayer of Intercession, He was
overheard saying, “/ have manifested your name... they have
received... and come to know in truth...” Those are words of sight
sound, and personal experience. To really know Jesus is to believe
Him, and to believe Him is to see the validity of what we believe!
